Nursery News ~ This week in Nursery, we have been learning all about our local area of
Baglan. The children were proud to share that our school is part of Baglan, and we
enjoyed talking together about familiar landmarks in the community, such as the park, the
shops, and other places we visit with our families.

To build on this learning, we used the coding turtle to help us explore how to give clear
instructions. The children took turns directing the turtle from their “house” to an
important place in Baglan. We practised using language like forwards, backwards, left, and
right, and the children had great fun experimenting with different routes and seeing




| where the turtle would go! We have also been very
busy practising our Christmas songs for the upcoming
concert. The children are full of excitement and can't
.| wait to perform for you soon. They have been
working incredibly hard to learn all the words and
actions, and we are so proud of their enthusiasm and
| effort.

Reception News ~ This week we have started to learn
the songs for our Christmas concert Baarmy
Bethlehem. It is a fun nativity show and we can't
wait to start learning our different parts. We also
had a message from Fflic a Fflac, they need our help
to plan their 5th birthday party. We worked in cooperative groups to create a graffiti
board about what we already know about birthday parties. These are some of the ideas
we thought of; birthday cake, decorations, presents, party bags, people, food. We then
created a shared list of the
things we need to organise. One
of the most important was
invitations and we have looked at
what is important to include in an
invite and have stated to write
some. In our outdoor area we
have enjoyed exploring the mud
kitchen and thinking about party
food we can make. We have also
created an obstacle course and
enjoyed finding different ways of

manoeuvring around it.

Year 3 News ~ Over the past week, the pupils have thoroughly enjoyed learning to read
analogue time in Maths. They now have a secure understanding of o'clock, half past,
quarter past and quarter to, and can confidently read and draw the times given. Using real
analogue clocks has been a particular highlight, helping them to explore time in a practical
way. Pupils have had great fun completing timed challenges to see how many activities they
could do in just 10 seconds. In Literacy, pupils have been learning all about procedural
texts. They have identified and annotated the key features, understanding the importance
of clear layout, sequencing and the way in which it is written. Working cooperatively, they
pieced together a set of instructions that had been mixed up, reading carefully to place
each step in the correct order. They are now looking forward to applying their knowledge
by following instructions to complete a creative task. The pupils have also enjoyed learning
the story of Rama and Sita and exploring how Diwali is celebrated. They learned about the
preparations leading up to the festival and expressed their creativity by completing
colourful Rangoli-style patterns using repeating shapes. During their outdoor Forest
School session, pupils used their senses to explore the environment, identifying natural and
man-made objects. They discussed how some materials can be harmful to the environment
and to living creatures, helping them develop a thoughtful awareness of caring for the
world around us. They also embraced teamwork and problem-solving while building dens and
creating a lean-to structure together.



Football News ~ On Monday, some of the boys
from Y6 (and one Y5) took the short trip to

tournament. The weather was fantastic, and
the boys were very excited to play. Our first
game was against the hosts, and we ran out 3-0
winners.
