CHARGING FOR SCHOOL ACTIVITIES (AND RESOURCES)


We aim to offer children a wide range of activities, the costs of which are almost entirely met through the budget, the school fund and the Friends of Franksbridge School fund. In recent years, there have been additional grants in response to the COVID 19 pandemic an these have been utilised to enrich children’s learning experiences.
When planning each term’s learning, we seek to provide variety and interest through extra-curricular activities, although in recent years it has been necessary to reduce the number of school visits and visitors due in light of COVID 19 measures. 
Due to the generosity of parents and members of the local community we are able to supplement the ‘capitation’ funding in the school budget to cover the cost of additional resources including books, ICT equipment, improvements to the learning environment and the costs of activities such as cooking.  In addition, the Friends have paid for buses for the annual school trips during the summer term.

Whenever possible, we take advantage of free experiences such as sports coaching and when appropriate, we seek to visit places of interest that do not charge for entry (this applies to all National Museums of Wales). We also benefit from participation in funded projects run by Arts Council Wales and Mid Wales Music Trust.
However, we do make requests for voluntary contributions to cover the cost or partial cost of the following activities:-

(a) Transport and entry fees for trips to performances and places of interest etc.
(b) residential visits

(c) transport to Llandrindod/Builth Wells Swimming Pool for school swimming lessons
We usually seek more than one quote for transport to and from events and the best value is sought to minimise costs for parents and carers.
Sensitive inquiries are made to ensure that no child is excluded from the above activities due to the inability to pay and payment plans are offered to spread the cost of residential visits. School trips may be subsidised for children who are eligible for Free School Meals.
At the present time tuition for extra-curricular music lessons is organised privately.  
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
