EXTRA-CURRICULAR ACTIVITIES
Four Core Purposes form the basis of everything that we do in school. We seek to nurture:

1. Ambitious capable learners, ready to learn throughout their lives
2. Enterprising creative contributors, ready to play a full part in life and work
3. Ethical, informed citizens of Wales and the world; and
4. Healthy, confident individuals, ready to lead fulfilling lives as valued members of society   
We offer a broad and balanced curriculum where the subject matter is relevant to the children and differentiated to enable each child to work at their level of ability.

The Curriculum

The new primary curriculum is divided into 6 Areas of Learning and Experience:

· Mathematics and numeracy

· Languages, literacy and communication

· Science and technology

· Health and wellbeing

· Expressive arts

· Humanities
In addition, there are 3 Cross-curriculum responsibilities: Literacy, Numeracy and Digital Competence

At Franksbridge School we are committed to enriching the curriculum by providing a range of extra-curricular learning experiences:
Visits

We plan one school extra-curricular visit per term to to places of interest to enrich and extend learning. Parental contributions are sought to cover the cost of transport and, where required, admission fees. However, we are careful to take advantage of transport subsidied when they are available. On occasion, parents and Friends of the school provide transport in private vehicles. On such occasions, drivers must be insured for the purpose and each vehicle must contain an adult with DBS clearance. Some of the extra-curricular excursions involve the children  beyond the normal school day.

Children also undertake fieldwork and study in the local community e.g. fieldwork at The River Edw and visits to local places of worship. 

Residential Trips

Each year the children in Y5 and 6 have an opportunity to take part in 3 day residential trips with children from neighbouring schools. These residential visits are an important part of our transition arrangements. The visits alternate between outdoor activities, at a centre such as Oakerwood, and a city visit, e.g., Cardiff.  

School Visitors

Experts and enthusiasts are often invited to visit our school to share their skills, knowledge and enthusiasm. Our visitors are often chosen according to School Development Plan priorities, or to support our termly topic work.

Eco Day

Each term we hold an Eco Day, organized and run by the Eco Committee. During our eco days, children undertake a carousel of learning activities that enhance the curriculum. These activities are organised to celebrate learning and kindle children’s thirst for knowledge. They have a broadly environmental theme.

Extra-curricular Clubs
Each week, Key Stage Two children are invited to stay for after school sports club. Throughout the year, the sports and coaches change. Extra-curricular  sports clubs include:
· Netball 

· Football 

· Hockey 
In the case of inclement weather, alternative activities are offered such as coding, arts and crafts, lego or yoga. If after-school club cannot take place, parents are informed through the school weekly newsletter a week in advance. There is no charge for attending after-school club.
Extra-curricular Opportunities

Whenever possible, we seize opportunities that support but go beyond the parameters of Curriculum for Wales. For example, in recent years we have been involved with projects run by Powys Playful Schools, Lead Creative Schools, and Mid Wales Music Trust.
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
