As	you	are	aware,	during	the	course	of	the	last	two	years,	we	have	been	restricted	in	relation	
to	inviting	parents	and	carers	into	the	school	building.	We	know	from	your	feedback	that	you	
are	keen	to	visit	our	classrooms	and	we	are	pleased	to	say	that,	due	to	the	recent	relaxation	of	
restrictions,	we	are	now	able	to	offer	an	“Open	Door”	session	for	you	to	visit	the	school	with	
your	child.
